 Have different people read:  John 17: 11, 13, 15, 17, 21-26

 Pray for our leaders 

 Name them 

 Pray for spiritual needs 

 Intimacy with God

 Protection 

 Hear from God 
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 Personal needs 

 Protection of family 

 Health 

 Marriage 

 Children 

 Trusted friends 

 Ministry Needs 

 Vision from God

 Empowered by God for calling and gifts
